Woodland Park Academy Dress Code Policy

2011-2012 School Year

Studies have shown schools that implement a strict dress code policy produce students who focus better on important tasks and goals of learning and less on visual appearance.  We believe this creates fewer distractions and a higher caliber of students.  
PLEASE NOTE THERE HAVE BEEN SOME MAJOR CHANGES IN THIS DRESS CODE.

· Approved colors for all pants, shorts, skirts, jumpers, dresses and skorts are: Navy Blue and Khaki - No other colors may be worn. No plaid colors allowed.
· Shorts and skirts must be properly hemmed and knee-length. The style/material/colors of shorts must follow the same approved colors as pants. 
· NO CARGO PANTS.  NO POCKETS THAT STICK OUT ON SIDES OF PANTS OR SHORTS. POCKETS MUST BE FLAT AGAINST THE LEG.
· ALL SHIRTS MUST BE POLO SHIRTS OR DRESS SHIRTS (ROUND COLLARED OR BUTTON DOWN COLLAR)
· Approved colors for all SHIRTS:  Light Blue, Navy Blue, White, Maroon.  No other colors may be worn. GIRLS - NO LOW CLEAVAGE. 
· Uniform shirts must fit properly or be tucked in. They are not to be any longer than finger tip length. This means no oversized shirts.
· ONLY White short-sleeved t-shirts are allowed under a uniform shirt.  The t-shirt should be tucked in and only visible at the neckline.  No long-sleeved t-shirts are allowed to be layered under a short-sleeved shirt or hanging out the bottom.
· Approved colors for sweaters and sweatshirts:  Navy Blue, Maroon, and White. Sweaters should be cardigans or pullovers with a shirt w/collar underneath.   Sweatshirts and sweaters MUST BE PLAIN:  NO LOGOS (except WPA), STRIPES, DESIGNS, OR WORDS will be allowed.    
· If you own WPA clothing of Black you may wear that.  
· No denim material of any color is allowed on any part of a child’s clothing or accessories.

· NO SKINNY PANTS FOR GIRLS – NO MATTER THE STYLE OR MATERIAL.
· NO SAGGING PANTS FOR BOYS – THIS MEANS THAT NO UNDERWEAR SHOULD BE VISIBLE.
· No outdoor jackets may be worn in the classroom.  If your child is cold during the day, please send an approved sweater or sweatshirt with them to wear as needed. 

· Please monitor the clothing for excessive signs of wear or fade. 

· No T-shirts, sweat suits, pull-away pants, or excessively baggy clothing will be allowed.  
· Students may not wear open-toed shoes, this includes flip flops or shoes with wheels. Girls may not wear high-heels.
· No hats may be worn in the classroom. Girls may wear a uniform solid-colored headscarf (navy, maroon or light blue or white) for cultural or religious reasons only.  No bandanas allowed.
· Girls’ tights, socks, etc… need to be a solid uniform color only.  NO designs or stripes.
· Compliance Policy:  If a student comes to school dressed inappropriately in accordance with the Academy’s dress code outlined above, the child’s parent(s) will be called immediately and asked to bring a change of clothing. The student will be in the ISS Room until dress code clothing is provided or the day ends.  After three violations of the dress code, a conference will be held between the parents and the administration to determine a proper course of action.  Parents should refer to the Student Rights and Responsibilities Handbook for dress code infraction penalties.
