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Fifth Grade Curriculum Information

Reading Instruction (Mrs. Watson)

Our Reading curriculum is based on the Common Core Standards set by the United States government. Reading instruction will be a workshop format. At the beginning of reading workshop, we have a mini-lesson (a short lesson to focus the students). Then, students have a good chunk of time for independent reading. During that time, students also meet with us in small groups and individually to work on concepts, skills, and strategies they need help with. Students work toward goals, one of which is reading 40+ books this year in a variety of different genres.
Writing Instruction (Mrs. Mlinarich)

Our Writing curriculum is based on the Common Core Standards set by the United States government. Writing instruction will be a workshop format. At the beginning of writing workshop, we have a mini-lesson (a short lesson to focus the students). Students have a good chunk of time for independent writing. During that time, students also meet with us in small groups and individually to work on concepts, skills, and strategies they need help with. Students work toward a variety of writing goals.
Word Study Instruction (Mrs. Mlinarich)

Our Word Study curriculum is based on the Common Core Standards set by the United States government. Word Study is based on small group instruction that is used to meet your child’s needs. Your child will be assessed at the beginning of the year and periodically throughout the year. These assessments will help us determine what word study concepts will benefit your child the most. The purpose of word study is not to memorize specific words, but to learn the common patterns. Knowing the patterns will help students transfer their knowledge to new and unfamiliar words. 
Math Instruction (Mrs. Watson)


Our math curriculum is based on the Common Core Standards set by the United States government. Students are required to have a substantial amount of mathematical knowledge by the time they leave fifth grade. In order for this to happen, your child must master his or her basic math facts. Please work on these at home on a daily basis. The stronger your child is at basic facts, the easier math concepts will be. This year, we will fine-tune long multiplication and long division skills, work with fractions and decimals, and also work with area, volume, line graphs, and other concepts. There is no text book for students, so math papers will be kept in a folder.
Social Studies Instruction (Mrs. Mlinarich)

Our social studies curriculum has changed this year to more completely match the standards students are expected to master. We are privileged and excited to attend social studies curriculum training that spans the year. Our focus over the year is United States history. Students will not have text books that they use on a regular basis. 

Response to Intervention (RtI)
During our RtI time, the homeroom teacher, Mrs. DeBano, and other teachers will be working with small groups to differentiate instruction based on your child’s individual needs. Group sizes range depending on the needs of the students. RtI is five days a week this year and will alternate between Reading and Writing instruction.[image: image1.png]
