Dear Parent,

I would like to welcome you to a brand new and exciting school year at Woodland Park Academy.  I am very excited to meet you and your child and begin our second grade adventure.  I have planned several exciting, fun, educational activities and hope that each new encounter will be interesting and challenging for your child.

Items to watch for weekly:

1. Friday Folder:  This is a yellow folder.  It will come home at the end of each week filled with all of child’s work for that week.  Please review with your child, sign the back and return the empty folder the following Monday.  
2. Homework: Your child will have homework assignments everyday except for Friday.  They will consist of math, language arts, or spelling homework.  Your child will also be expected to read from either a book of their choice or their assigned reading text from school.  Your child’s yellow Friday folder is also their homework folder.  This folder will help your student to become organized and responsible.  Please make sure that the homework is returned each day in this folder.  Any homework that is not completed will be made up during recess.
3. Star Student Folder:  One student each week will be featured in our room so we can get to know each other a little better.  Watch for this folder to come home.    

4. Weekly Newsletter:  Classroom newsletters will NOT be sent home.   I will post my newsletter on the website on Friday afternoon.  The website is http://www.wpacharterschool.org.  The newsletter will also be posted outside the classroom door.  If you do not have access to a computer, please let me know and I will send home a copy.  
5. Spelling:  We will begin spelling about 3 weeks into the school year.  Once we begin, please look for your child’s list in their Monday homework folder for that week.  If the list is lost or forgotten a second list will not be provided.  Your child will need to copy the words when they return.

6. We Missed You Folder:  In the even that your child is absent, their work will be collected in a “We Missed You” folder.  Each day your child is absent, they will have the same amount of time to complete the missed work.  For example, one day absent means they have one day to complete the work.

Other Information
Attendance Policy:  Our school day will begin at 8:00 a.m. promptly.  Please be on time!!!  Classroom doors open at 7:50 a.m.  Students begin their morning work as soon as they arrive.  If your child arrives late, whatever has been missed will be made up as homework.  After 8:00 a.m. your child will be marked tardy.  Your child will also be marked tardy if they are picked up before 3:25 p.m.
Snack:  We have a daily snack period.  Snacks are not provided.  Each child will bring in their own snack if they choose to have one.  We are a peanut and nut free school.  Attached is a list of peanut and nut free snacks you can send.  

Birthdays:  Birthdays are a lot of fun to celebrate.  Students can bring edible treats to share but please remember that we are a peanut free school.   Avoid treats that contain nuts.  Instead of food treats I suggest pencils, erasers, stickers, or anything that you can think of that is NOT edible.

Dress Code:  We have a uniform dress code.  This code will be strictly followed throughout the year.  If you have any questions regarding our dress code, feel free to ask me or call the office.  If your child is in violation of the dress code you may get a call from the office if other clothing is not available (and asked to bring a change of clothing) or a note will be sent regarding the violation. 
Milk: We will be offering our milk program.  Watch for milk slips to come home.  Milk will not be available for snack. If you have any questions, contact the office.  

Lunch:  Students will eat lunch in the gymnasium.  Students will need to bring a cold lunch or purchase a hot lunch in advance through the office.  The hot lunch program will begin the second week of school. 
Dismissal:  Dismissal begins at 3:25 p.m.  We will dismiss from the classroom.  Please stay in your car and a teacher will walk your child out when their name is called.   

Give me a buzz:  If you need to contact me, I am in my room by 7:45 a.m. and stay after school until 4:00 p.m.  If you call and I am unavailable, leave a message with the secretary or on my voicemail.  I will call you back as soon as possible.  I do NOT accept phone calls during class time unless there is an emergency.  The best way to reach me is by email.  I check my email a couple times a day.
