If you do    your work on separate paper you  must copy the    problem.        3) Most homework assignments will be handed      back for you to correct  if you choose to do that.       As long as your homework is turned in on time, and your  cor rections are completed in the allotted time (usually before  the next quiz), you will receive FULL CREDIT( Life Skills) for  your homework. Completing your homework is practice and  will ensure a better grade on your assessments.  Everybody  learns at a differ ent speed. The important thing is how  well  you learn it, not how fast you learn it!
