 You may do your work on another sheet of paper 	if there is not enough room on the worksheet, or if 	you prefer to work on notebook paper. If you do 	your work on separate paper you must copy the 	problem. 





3) Most homework assignments will be handed 


back for you to correct before credit is recorded in


the gradebook. 





As long as your homework is turned in on time, and your corrections are completed in the allotted time (usually before the next quiz), you will receive FULL CREDIT for your homework. You may have as many chances as you need to get your homework problems correct. Everybody learns at a different speed. The important thing is how well you learn it, not how fast you learn it! 





How should I organize my notebook? 





We will organize our notebooks together on Wednesday, September 8th so you need to bring the required supplies by that date. Please do not write on your dividers before you come to class. 





Throughout each quarter we will have notebook checks, so it is important to keep your notebook organized at all times. If at any time you do not know where to put something in your binder, please let me know so I can help you.
