Classroom Behavior Guidelines
WPA has implemented a discipline policy based on the writings of Jim Fay and David Frank: Love and Logic. A list of classroom behavioral expectations and possible rewards will be created as a whole class. I personally value mutual respect, and strive to build a classroom environment that is conducive to collaborative learning and individual responsibility. 

Planners/Daily Emails/Newsletters
It is your child’s responsibility to copy the information in his/her planner from the board every day.  The daily planner is a great communication tool between school and home. Through the daily planner, you will know what we covered in class, upcoming tests, when study guides come home, and what assignments your child is responsible for, along with other important information.  You may also leave me a brief note in the planner, and I may contact you in this way as well.  I do send a daily email to those who provide an email address.  Please check your email daily and discuss the day’s events with your child. Please also check to see if your child is writing down everything needed in the planner. A monthly newsletter will also be sent home to keep you updated on upcoming events and class news. We begin completing the planners at 3:00. Students may then work on class work or homework until dismissal. I am available to answer any additional questions about assignments, as well as give individual assistance to students. Students will be directed to bring home all homework, (even if it is completed) for your review. 
FOCUS

FOCUS is WPA’s online grading/behavior tracking system. All parents can log on to FOCUS to view their child’s grades, homework completion, and behavior/referrals. 

Please stop by the office to receive your password.

.Friday Folders:
Each Friday your child will bring home a folder with completed weekly work. Please review this work with your child, and sign the Folder Signature Page. Any classroom news and important dates will be found in the Friday Folder as well.
Daily Homework Folders
Any incomplete class work and/or assigned homework is expected to be completed and returned the following day. If a family emergency arises and your child is not able to complete a homework assignment, a (parent) signed note or email is required. Directions for all assignments will be given before dismissal. We also recommend that students read something of their choice at least 15-20 minutes for five days each week. Please check the back of the homework folder for weekly expectations in Words Their Way. 
Make Up,Missing, and Re-Do Policy:

Student absences:

Students will receive the same amount of time they were absent to complete assignments. 

Students will be given a chance to Re-Do some assignments to encourage effort and master concepts. 
Snack Policy

Because we have a long stretch of time in the morning, students will have a healthy mid-morning snack, as long as they assume responsibility for their trash and follow our behavior guidelines.  Junk food and sweets are not allowed, i.e.; chips, donuts, etc…  If a student brings an unhealthy snack, I will ask him/her to put it away and eat it at lunch. Please see the attached list for snack ideas. 
Drink Policy

Students are encouraged to keep a water bottle in the class.  Cold water is available at the drinking fountain.  No other drinks are allowed in our 4th grade classrooms.  Again, if a child has a drink other than water in the classroom, he/she will be asked to keep it sealed and in the locker until lunch time.  Please keep in mind that high caffeine drinks are not allowed at any time. 
Please contact me with any questions or concerns now or in the future so we can work on it together. Communication is key to success. Please check and sign your child’s planner on a daily basis upon completion of homework, and go through their Friday folder each week. Talk to your child about what they are learning in school and how things are going. Working together, this will be an awesome year!
