We added our sums of 12 facts to our list of facts that we are learning. In Social Studies, we are learning about cardinal directions, map keys and reading maps in general. We’ve learned that a map shows us a picture of a place from above. In art we also went to Google maps and zoomed in on our school and got close to Mrs. Duhon’s house.  It was so cool. Our handwriting is coming along just fine. Some of us are working on using finger spaces and –yes… neatness does count
