Last week we worked really hard in all of our subjects.  During the Reader’s Workshop we learned a couple more reading strategies.  We learned how to back-up and reread when what we’ve read doesn’t make sense.  We also practiced checking for understanding. Ask your child how we check for understanding when reading with a buddy.  In the Writer’s workshop we learned that we are never finished and that we can always start a new piece, add to our writing or add to our drawings.  We are learning to write small moments.  Math kept us busy last week as we learned about fact families, estimating temperature to the nearest 10 degrees, and telling time to ½ hour.  We also got to work with our money bags.  We learned about pennies and dimes. In Social Studies we compared a city and the suburbs. Working words keeps us very busy as we are learning about how the words we read work.  We use letter tiles and build our words.  We also played spelling hockey and spelling baseball with a buddy to learn our words.  We saw our 8th grade reading buddies last week. They always give us a practice spelling test and then we read with them.
