Dear Parents,
 
We will be using Words Their Way lesson lists and sorts.  I have three different spelling groups according to assessment results.  Each Monday your child will bring home a spelling list.  Your child’s list grew from 10 words a week to 17-25 words a week.  Students will need to study all of the words but will only be tested on 10 words each Friday.  The words have similar spelling patterns or sounds.  
 
www.spellingcity.com is a great resource to use to help your child practice their words.  It’s also useful in case your child misplaces their list.  Follow the directions below to locate your child’s weekly spelling list, games, test and activities using only their list of words.  
 
1. Log on to www.spellingcity.com 

2. Click on “find a list” 

3. In the center search space (next to the burgundy search button) type in Sandra McDonald (it is case sensitive) and click “search”. 

4. Under “Teacher’s Name” click Sandra McDonald at WPA. 

5. Next, scroll down to find all of the lists by sort number. 

6. Click on your child’s sort number 

>Your child’s sort number is located in the top left corner of their spelling words.  I drew a cloud around their sort 
number on this week’s list.
 
Once you have done these steps you should not have to do it again.  When you log back on just click on Sandra McDonald and the lists will appear.  Then locate your child’s list and you’re all set to go.  It’s not difficult to do.  If you have any questions please call me.  Have fun!
 
Note:  Sort lists are listed with a number and a series of letters after it.  Below are the meanings of the letters.  You will need to make sure you are in the right sort with the correct letter code after it to access your child’s list.  The letter code will be the same each week unless your child moves up to another code.  The numbers will change by one each week.
 
LNA = Alphabetic Spellers
WWP = Within Word Patters
SAA = Syllable and Affixes
 
**Remember that your child’s list number will be in the top left corner of their spelling list that comes home each week.
 
Also, I will no longer send weekly spelling homework home.  Your child will need to practice on SpellingCity.com or practice using some of the fun spelling ideas that I sent home in my last spelling letter.
