WOODLAND PARK ACADEMY’S MISSION STATEMENT

Woodland Park Academy exists to create a culture of academic excellence that produces students capable of successfully competing in a rigorous high school environment.
A. AS THE WPA STAFF WE PROMISE TO:

1. Assist Parents in their efforts to support learning and positive behavior at home.
2. Provide a positive learning environment where all children will feel safe and learn to be responsible for their own learning.

3. Value and respect the importance of the parent’s role in the education of their children.

4. Provide communication of their student’s academic progress and attendance through online program called FOCUS, quarterly report cards, weekly classroom and school wide newsletters, emails, 2 mandatory parent-teacher conferences, and phone calls.
5. Have an “open door” policy for parents to discuss issues or concerns with the administration, and allow parents to visit classrooms or volunteer for all projects according to their schedule.
6. Demonstrate that we care about all students and respect their uniqueness by encouraging their individual talents and addressing their special needs.

7. Implement a high quality, grade level appropriate curriculum through motivation, interesting learning experiences, and teaching effective study skills.  These approaches and strategies must lead to the retention of knowledge presented.
8. Implement our “Watch Us SOAR” positive behavior support program in all areas of school.  We will teach the expected behaviors, practice the behaviors until mastered, and reward with tickets and prizes daily, monthly, quarterly, and at the end of each semester.
B. AS PARENT OR GUARDIAN, I PROMISE TO:
1. Attend the mandatory orientation meeting in August to discuss our Title I School-Wide plan and to meet my child’s teachers.  
2. Demonstrate the importance of hard work and self-control by volunteering to help at school, praising my child for their hard work and progress, and support the idea that their learning is imperative to experiencing success in the “real world”.

3. Actively encourage my child’s development and progress in school by making reading, talking, and listening to them a part of our daily routine; stay informed about the assigned homework and its completion, offering help when it is necessary, and be consistent about their daily attendance and readiness to learn.
4. Be a contributing figure in a good home/school communication process by sharing important and pertinent information about my child’s unique family or other circumstances that could affect my child’s performance and/or behavior at school, read and respond when necessary to the schools’ written communication, participate in parent-teacher conferences, school orientation,  Fine Arts Programs, and work in cooperation with school staff in resolving any issues or concerns.

5. See that my child arrives to school on time, attends school regularly, and comes prepared to participate in their day to day activities.

6. Attend the two scheduled Parent-Teacher Conferences.

        C.  AS A STUDENT AT WPA, I PROMISE TO:

7. Come to class on time with a positive attitude, prepared with all materials, including homework, and be ready to learn the lessons presented.

8. Give my best effort in everything I do from:   paying attention, completing homework, participating in class presentations and projects, and asking for help when necessary.

9. Demonstrate appropriate and respectful behaviors toward staff, peers, and other adults in the building, as learned in our “Watch Us SOAR” positive behavior program.
10. Deliver all communication between home and school in a responsible and timely manner.

11. Spend time every day reading outside of school hours.
